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HOW TO BUILD YOUR MISSIONS GIVING
Dr. Mike Wells
Acts 1:8, “But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.”

It is God’s will that we share the Gospel with the entire world.  It is impossible for you and I to do that alone.  Therefore, there needs to be a plan.  How is it that we can organize ourselves to reach the world with the Gospel?

Since we cannot go to all places at one time ourselves, there has to be a way, a plan, to accomplish this lofty goal.  Here are some thoughts that will help us better organize and expand our missions giving.

1.
What you emphasize is what you get.  Please understand that missions needs to be emphasized all the 
time to remind the people of the great need that there is around the world.

A.
You can emphasize the need to keep your commitment to give to missions before receiving every offering. 

B.
On Wednesday nights, you could have what we call a “missionary spotlight.”  A missionary spotlight is the reading of a missionary letter.  After being read, a staff man gets up and prays for that specific missionary and their needs.


C.
If you have an academy, instead of having a science fair, you could have a missionary fair.  The 


young people could prepare mission boards and displays that will be set up during the mission’s 


conference.


D.
If you have an academy, every other year take your juniors and seniors on a mission’s trip.


E.
If you have a college, every year take your college students on a mission’s trip.

2.
It would be a great help to have a specific emphasis on missions once a year, where you teach and 
preach 
on faith promise giving. Your people will only rise to what you put before them.


A.
A mission’s conference should be first class.


B.
A mission’s conference should have a theme.

C.
A mission’s conference should have a speaker that knows how to teach and preach on faith 


promise giving.  Here at Parkside, we have two mission conference speakers: one that will 


preach 
Wednesday through Friday, and one that will preach on Sunday.  This way, 
double emphasis from different men of God is given during the same week. 


D.
The mission’s conference should be announced from the pulpit 3-6 weeks before it starts, with 


great excitability.


E.
Faith promise commitment cards should be handed out two weeks before the mission’s 



conference begins, so that the people can begin to pray.


F.
The speakers and the missionaries should be well cared for while they are visiting at your 


church.


G.
Each night here at our church, we do something special for the missionaries.



i.
Wednesday night – gift baskets and announce a special offering (taken up on Thursday) 



for taking our guests clothes shopping on Friday



ii.
Thursday afternoon – we take them to a Dallas museum, normally the George W. Bush 



Presidential Library Museum


iii.
Thursday night – specially designed cards from children and teens (we get our academy 



involved in this) and take up offering for Friday clothes shopping



iv.
Friday afternoon – take the men and ladies shopping separately



v.
Friday night – certificates 


H.
The faith promise commitment cards are given out nightly to those who have not yet received 


one or have come prepared to commit but have left their card at home.


I.
Friday night, we have all families sit together and pray before filling out their commitment card.  

We do not want the children to sit alone and fill out their commitment card.  Then we pass the 


offerings plates for collection.


J.
This is done again on Sunday night, with the emphasis on upping the commitment or turning in a 

commitment not yet turned in.  The pastor announces on the following Sunday what has been 


turned in so far, emphasizing for three more services to turn in commitments.  (This year, our 


church went from giving $2,300 a week to $3,400 a week.)


K.
Faith promise commitment cards are also placed in each new member’s welcome bag so that 


when one of the people on our welcome committee goes by to visit them, they will also cover 


faith promise giving with the new members.  New members are also encouraged to commit and 


give.  

3.
Invite soul-winning missionaries to come to your church often.  Allow them to show their slides and give testimony.  This will keep your people’s hearts stirred towards missions.

A.
Before showing a slide presentation in church, our mission’s director, Bro. Crutcher, will approve the presentation.  In our day and time, with compromising churches, we do not want any CCM music to slip in.


B.
If we have a missionary that has such a slide presentation, we do not try to hurt their feelings.  


We only ask them to just share a testimony.

4.
Arrange to take your church members who would desire to join you to the mission field on an annual 
basis.  


A.
Our church does not pay their way to the mission field, but we do give them ideas as to how to 


raise money for this particular trip.


B.
When I take young people to the mission field, I do not take them just to visit a church.  I take 


them to a red-hot conference that I am conducting.  On this trip, they will also have opportunity 


to be able to go into public schools, open markets, and do much street soul winning.

5.
Additional thoughts:


A.
One thing we do to honor missionaries when they come by is to give them a missionary welcome 

letter, which includes a $150 love gift to help them with their travel expenses.  We do this with 


every missionary that stops by our church.


B.
Teach your people by your example of how to love missionaries.  Treat them special and as 


heroes of the faith.  Whenever possible, meet their needs and encourage them.
