I Chron. 12:38 – 13:1
38 “All these men of war, that could keep rank, came with a perfect heart to Hebron, to make David king over all Israel: and all the rest also of Israel were of one heart to make David king. 

39 “And there they were with David three days, eating and drinking: for their brethren had prepared for them. 

40 “Moreover they that were nigh them, even unto Issachar and Zebulun and Naphtali, brought bread on asses, and on camels, and on mules, and on oxen, and meat, meal, cakes of figs, and bunches of raisins, and wine, and oil, and oxen, and sheep abundantly: for there was joy in Israel.

1. Recruited 89 people in our church

2. Form a team

3. 89 different sections of areas

4. Found a place to have services

5. Thursday, Friday, Saturday visit

6. 243 different services on that day on Sunday

7. 5,195 people saved that day

1. David had an idea to have a big day and bring people back to God.

I Chron. 12:38-40, 13:1-3

It must start in somebody’s heart

2. Consult with leaders who will work with you

3. Get your people on board

I Chron. 13:1, “And David consulted with the captains of thousands and hundreds, and with every leader.”
4. Saturate the area with advertisement face to face

I Chron. 13:2, “And David said unto all the congregation of Israel, If it seem good unto you, and that it be of the Lord our God, let us send abroad unto our brethren every where, that are left in all the land of Israel, and with them also to the priests and Levites which are in their cities and suburbs, that they may gather themselves unto us:”
5. Reach out to the very limit of your area

I Chron. 13:3, “And let us bring again the ark of our God to us: for we enquired not at it in the days of Saul.”
Johnny Esposito drove 55 miles one way to pick up people.

6. Be prepared to rent a building (4,500)

I Chron. 15:1, “And David made him houses in the city of David, and prepared a place for the ark of God, and pitched for it a tent.”
7. Seat and reward them for coming to the Big Day

I Chron. 16:1-3
1 “So they brought the ark of God, and set it in the midst of the tent that David had pitched for it: and they offered burnt sacrifices and peace offerings before God. 
2 “And when David had made an end of offering the burnt offerings and the peace offerings, he blessed the people in the name of the Lord. 
3 “And he dealt to every one of Israel, both man and woman, to every one a loaf of bread, and a good piece of flesh, and a flagon of wine.”
I Chron. 16:4 – it brings praises

“And he appointed certain of the Levites to minister before the ark of the Lord, and to record, and to thank and praise the Lord God of Israel:”
